Retirement Plan Service Provider Disclosures to Plan Fiduciaries: A Guide to the Interim Final Rules
	In July, the U.S. Department of Labor’s Employee Benefit Security Administration (EBSA) issued interim final regulations that will require retirement plan service providers to issue written disclosures of both the services provided to the plan and the fees charged.  These disclosures must be provided no later than July 16, 2011, and failure to furnish them can be considered a prohibited transaction that can bring with it monetary penalties. 

Retirement plan officials who are responsible for selecting and monitoring plan service providers will need to consider what steps to take when the disclosures are received, and what to do if they are not received.
